· Contact the organization where you want to volunteer your time. 
· Introduce yourself and explain that you are a member of the Downingtown Blue and Gold Marching Band and your band has been selected to march in the Tournament of Roses Parade 2011 in Pasadena, CA. 
· Ask how you can help their organization. 
· Once you have arranged to volunteer, get the person’s contact name and phone number. Repeat the date/time and location of where you need to report. Write it down!
· Complete your Community Service Project Log Sheet before you leave home the day you are scheduled to volunteer. Once you have completed your assignment have the person in charge sign the form (this is your confirmation that you did your community service that day). 

· You must return your completed Community Service Project Log Sheet to your Band Director. The Band Director will forward the completed form(s) to the Community Service Project Chairs.
· A Community Service Project spreadsheet will be maintained and posted in the band rooms at both East and West High Schools.
